+ an updated emissions trading system to cap emissions, put a price on
pollution, and generate investments in the green transition
» the EU Carbon Border Adjustment Mechanism ensures that imported goods
pay an equivalent carbon price on targeted sectors (see, e.g. Otrachshenko,
Hartwell, and Popova (2023) on quality certification and energy efficiency)
» helping vulnerable households, small businesses, and transport users with
the increased cost of energy

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According to The Green Future Index 2023, Kazakhstan ranked 54th out of 76
countries, worsening its position compared to the previous year. This ranking measures
the extent to which the green economy is being developed through investment in
renewable energy, innovation and green finance. The transition to sustainable
development and a green economy requires huge financial investments. To attract
capital for sustainable development, various types of financial instruments are used in
international practice, including green and social bonds, green and social loans, green
indices, “green” equity investment and others.

According to the CBI (Climate Bond Initiative), the cumulative volume of
sustainable finance at the end of 2022 amounted to more than 3.7 trillion. US dollars,
including green bonds/loans - 2.2 trillion, social - 653 billion and sustainable - 682
billion, transitional and related to the implementation of sustainable development
targets - 216.7 billion US dollars. Looking at the indicators by year, we can note a
significant increase in the volume of sustainable securities in 2021, and then a slight
decrease in 2022. Since 2012, one can observe an increase in the share of private sector
issuers in the development of green finance: financial and non-financial corporations,
which at the end of 2022 amounted to more than 50% of green bonds.

In turn, Kazakhstan is making significant efforts to expand sustainable finance
practices. According to data from the AIFC Green Finance Center, there has been an
active growth in sustainable financing since 2021 (Figure 2). At the same time, “green”
bonds make up the largest share in the overall structure of sustainable finance. With
the growth of the market for sustainable financial instruments, the regulatory
framework for the sustainable financial system of Kazakhstan is being updated, and
the methodology of “green” and social financing is being clarified.

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Realizing the significant potential for the development of green finance, the
Kazakh banking sector is becoming an active participant in ESG transformation and
the development of green finance. The activities of the Development Bank of
Kazakhstan are closely related to the promotion of green loans. The volume of green
loans provided by DBK amounted to 16.9 billion tenge or 13.6% of the total volume
of green financing. Considering the “green” projects financed by DBK, it can be noted
that many of them involve the use of renewable energy sources. DBK supplemented
its green lending activities with the issuance of green bonds in early 2023. Among
second-tier banks, one can cite the example of Halyk Bank JSC, which provided green
loans for projects for the construction and operation of power plants using renewable
energy sources.

The main barriers to the development of the market for sustainable and green
technologies include the lack of reliable statistical information on the implementation
and financing of sustainable projects, the complexity of mechanisms for attracting
sustainable financing, and others.

For the further development of financial instruments for sustainable development,
the implementation of the following measures is necessary:

- creating an infrastructure and regulatory environment that encourages financing
of sustainable projects and environmentally friendly activities;

- creation of a “green” bank or transformation of the Development Bank of
Kazakhstan. As a positive experience, we can take the activities of the European
Investment Bank (EIB), which is the climate bank of the European Union and is
promoting the goals of the Green Deal;

- strategic bond issues - issuing government sustainable bonds to ensure market
liquidity and attract funds from institutional investors;

- creation of ESG-related ETFs and mutual funds. Such funds may consider a wide
range of environmental, social and governance factors that are relevant to their
objectives and strategies when selecting investments;

- risk reduction - scaling sustainable projects and securitization of green loans at
the design stage to ensure access to the market for institutional investors;

- avoiding “greenwashing” and ‘“green bubbles” (excessive investments in
renewable energy sources, disproportionate to the level of debt of many clean
technology companies);

- monitoring the achievement of target indicators for sustainable financing of
financial sector entities;

- creation of a Fund to guarantee investments in “green” technologies and projects
and provide guarantees for bank loans and the issue of securities.

Thus, to improve the situation, a systemic analysis and an integrated approach to
solving identified problems is necessary, including government measures, the
transition of private businesses and financial institutions to ESG operating standards.
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
