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REVIEW
on the Module “Theory and Practice of European Integration”

The present Module “Theory and Practice of European Integration” by D.
Atabayeva and Ye. Shukusheva is designed in the framework of the Erasmus+
Jean Monnet Module 600571-EPP-1-2018-1-KZ-EPPJMO-MODULE “Theory
and Practice of European Integration”. It is an interdisciplinary course that
provides a comprehensive understanding of the processes of European integration
in their historical correlation and contemporary diversity. The course is aimed at
expanding theoretical understanding of the legal, political, economic and social
aspects of the process of European integration by students of the educational
programs “World Economy” and “International Relations”.

The content of the Module includes thematic planning, taking into account
the maximum workload and hours of practical training in the amount of sixty
hours. In the modular course, a system of final control is thought out — it implies
writing an essay on a selected topic, which allows to assess students knowledge, as
well as maintain problem approach and academic freedom.

The structure of the course is divided into three thematic blocks “History
and theory of European integration”, “European Union as an actor of international
relations”, “EU-EAEU cooperation” and is represented by twenty-three topics that
fully reflect the amount of material for study.

The relevance and expediency of the modular course is due to the practical
orientation of the studied material, the implementation of which forms students'
practical skills in working with the studied material. It acts as a source of
knowledge of the evolution and current state of European integration by forming
potential professional interests of the future specialists.

It should be noted that Module “Theory and Practice of European
Integration” was developed for the first time and is an innovative step for
Karaganda Economic University of Kazpotrbsoyuz in formation of the students'

professional competencies in the field of European Studies, caused by an interest in



the European Union activities, its formation, evolution and priority areas of
activity, the role and place of the Union in the system of international relations.
In general, the Module can be recommended for implementation in the

educational process for students of “World Economy” and “International

Relations” programs.
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
